TALENT SHOW GUIDELINES

(April 3 – 9:00 a.m.)

1. Turn in audition forms to Mrs. Carter before audition days - March 27 & 28.  Grades K through 5 are eligible to audition.
2. Possible talent includes singing, dancing, gymnastics, instrumentalists, comedy routines, skits, etc.  BE CREATIVE! Routines must be memorized. Instrumentalists may use music.
3. Students only audition in one act.  You may not audition twice unless one is your classroom routine led by your teacher – then you can do that and ONE other thing.
4. Students with behavior problems will not be allowed to participate.
5. Time limit – approximately 3 minutes.  Auditions will be on March 27 for grades K-2 and March 28 for grades 3-5.  Auditions begin at 8:30 a.m. on those days.
6. Unacceptable routines include:

                         a.  Lip-syncing (standing still and singing along with a CD)

                         b.  Air flips (hands and feet must always touch the mat during gymnastics)

           c.  Dancing and vocals must be APPROPRIATE FOR ELEMENTARY SCHOOL!!

                Parents – please help your children with appropriate selections. Fourth and fifth graders

                need to be especially careful in selecting their music – what they listen to is often not

 

 appropriate for our young children. 
d. Singers should use a karaoke or instrumental accompaniment if possible.  If you have props and choreography with your music, you will be okay.  If not, you may wish to choose another song.  The judges will have to determine if we hear your voice more than the performer’s voice if you have not located an instrumental accompaniment. 
7. Turn in a copy of song lyrics to Mrs. Carter prior at your audition. This includes

       both songs that are being sung or danced/moved to. You should be able to find lyrics either on 

       line or on the CD jacket cover. Mrs. Carter can check them at home IF you give her the title.
HELPFUL SUGGESTIONS

1. For group acts, everyone in the group must know the routine well.  

2. Rehearse on your own time at home.

3. Always have your music ready. 
4. Judges will look for a variety in style, type of act, and age of performers when selecting.

       Everyone will not be selected.  The best-prepared routines will be chosen.

5. Results will hopefully be announced on March 28.
       If chosen, you must be prepared to rehearse on rehearsal days (April 1 & 2).
